History

Green Hill Beach Club was founded 50
years ago in 1961. A number of young
families purchased the four acre plot
on Green Hill Beach from a local
farmer. The Club grew over time as
the membership pitched in to clear
land for parking and to build a club-
house.

Over the years, membership expanded
with summer members creating a solid
base and playing a key role in organiz-
ing the social activities of the club.
Annual bonfires, member-run parties,
Field Days and Hi Lo Jack tournaments
became staples of each summer sea-
son.

Today, our membership count is ap-
proximately 235: original founders, sin-
gle members, couples and families.

The original building was decimated by
a fire in the late 70’s and replaced with
the current clubhouse. Significant en-
hancements to the structure occurred
over the past 10 years.

The clay tennis and basketball courts
evolved to horseshoe pits and now a
bocce court. The beach sands have
rolled with the tides creating a shal-
lower swimming area nicely suited for
body surfing.

But it is the past and future genera-
tions, old friends and new, who are the
true core of Green Hill Beach Club as
we gather together in our beautiful
place by the sea.
